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INTRODUCTION

On 28 September 2020 Prime Minister of India H.E. Narendra Modi and Prime Minister of Denmark H.E. Mette Frederiksen launched a Joint Statement on
the Establishment of a Green Strategic Partnership between the Government of India and the Government of the Kingdom of Denmark. The Green Strategic
Partnership expands and strengthen significantly the bilateral relations and cooperation between India and Denmark who established diplomatic relations
more than 70 years ago, whereas the first trade relations were established 400 years ago. Our partnership is underpinned by mutual interests, common values
and a commitment to upholding the rules-based international system.

The Green Strategic Partnership builds on a whole-of-government approach involving a range of sectors and authorities on both sides. Numerous cooperation
agreements and other ongoing joint activities on multiple levels have been initiated since a Joint Commission for Cooperation was signed at the level of Foreign
Affairs Ministers on February 6th, 2009, including the establishment of Joint Working Groups within a broad number of sectors: energy, environment, food
and agriculture, science and innovation, shipping, labour mobility, smart cities and digitisation.

This Joint Action Plan has been drawn up to follow up on the joint statement from the Prime Ministers as mentioned above. It covers the main areas and
mechanism for cooperation, reflecting the width and depth of the strategic partnership between India and Denmark being implemented through the
mechanism of the Joint Commission and its Joint Working Groups.

The shared focus is to deliver on the 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development and the Paris Agreement which demands a strong bilateral partnership and
alliance that will benefit both India and Denmark. This will demand a renewed focus on especially climate and energy and the greening of our economies. The
COVID-19 pandemic affecting both India and Denmark also shows us the importance of strengthening international cooperation in the field of health.

The Joint Action Plan is subject to Ministry of External Affairs/Ministry of Foreign Affairs-coordination, and will be updated when necessary. A midterm
review will be organised within the framework of the Joint Commission approximately halfway through.
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At a time when the liberal international order, free and fair trade, and global institutions are being changed and challenged, strengthening bilateral and
multilateral political cooperation is of increasing importance. India and Denmark are both liberal democracies committed to sustainable and rules-based global
development, and there is potential for even closer political and economic cooperation.

The India-Denmark Green Strategic Partnership is a mutually beneficial arrangement that will help advance political cooperation, expand economic relations
and green growth, create jobs, strengthen cooperation on global challenges, and contribute to the implementation of the Paris Agreement and the United
Nations Sustainable Development Goals.

7. SCIENCE, TECHNOLOGY, AND INNOVATION
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Science, Technology and Innovation (STT) are key elements in all thrust areas of the Green Strategic Partnership. STI creates the knowledge for tackling
climate change as well as innovative green technology solutions to ensure sustainable growth and address national and international climate targets and
environmental challenges. Investing in STT via strong public-private partnerships is an important way to accelerate the development of technology and scale-
up of the implementation of new solutions. Collaboration in STT supports the overall partnership by promoting and strengthening relations between authorities,
small and large companies and research and higher education institutions in India and Denmark.

India and Denmark have a strong bilateral STI-partnership with joint calls for projects in areas such as energy, water, bio-resources and information and
communications technology. Activities in this chapter will continue to support areas of mutual interest and complement the work in other specific areas of
the Green Strategic Partnership.
